Henderson, a graduate of  New England Conservatory, is based in New York City and is the founder of the Bach in the Subways program. The pair formed the Parsa Duo  in 2015, dedicated to cultivating the joy, inspiration and high quality of music making that were so integral to their student years together. 
Their most recent concert was in Rio de Janeiro in May, and they will also perform on Cape Cod and in Washington State this summer. Tickets for the concert are $20 apiece and will be available at the door.
